Complete the activity with your student to practice these skills.

Converting Between Metric Units of Length
Materials centimeter ruler

Have your child measure an object, such as a piece of string, to the nearest centimeter. Help him
or her convert the length to millimeters (multiply by 10) and meters (divide by 100). Repeat this
activity by measuring the length of other objects.
