Homework:

3. Homework will be checked daily.  It is due the day after it is assigned.  If you don’t have it, it is a 
zero. Homework may be made up and will receive partial credit.  You can only make up missing work until the day of the chapter test.

Assessments:
1. Test will be given at the end of each chapter to assess content knowledge.

2. Homework quizzes will be given at random.  It will be a short quiz on the lesson taught the day before.  All will take the homework quiz. 

3.  Quizzes will be given upon completion of each section to assess progress in the chapter.

If you are absent:
