Creative Writing Portfolio Requirements
As you know, this a professional, comprehensive portfolio that you must complete and hand in to pass the class.  The portfolio must be bound and everything must be typed within it.

I. Layout
A. You must have a laminated cover with a graphic on it.  Some ideas are a scanned photo, a photo or image from the internet or a piece of artwork designed by you or someone else

B. On the cover you must include:  

1. A Creative Title of your own:  Reflects overall theme, perspective or attitude of your original work.  May be a famous quote (attributed) or a quote from your own work.

2. Date:  Spring 2019
3. Your Name

C.  Table of Contents 

1. Page One – Dedication and Introduction

Simply introduce the reader to your work, style, and what you wished to accomplish by producing this portfolio.

2.  Table of Contents should have title of each piece and type of writing followed by page number

3. On each page you need:


Footer – Type of Work (example short story, flash fiction, extended metaphor )

Page Number

DO NOT INCLUDE YOUR NAME ON EACH PAGE
D. A back cover – the entire book should be bound and look professional

E. All pages are to be created using a Desktop Publishing program.  Individual page layout and fonts are your choice, but it must be readable and easy to find by the page number.

11. Art Meditation piece –prose or poetry (Must include the artwork)
12. Music Interpretation piece – prose or poetry (could from Tune Time; must include title and artist of the musical composition) 
13.  Any original writing of your choosing
14. Any original writing of your choosing
