1. Look at the book’s organization:  its six sections, its twenty-five chapters (with specific sub-section).  What is the purpose of this particular format?  Did the sidebars in each chapter further Heinrichs’ purpose or detract from it?  Explain.
2. Who is Heinrichs’ audience?  How can you tell?  BE SPECIFIC.   

3. What strategy/tool did Heinrichs use the most in his own book?  Defend your choice.

4. Choose ONE chapter that you think is the most important and offers the most valuable advice for arguing effectively and defend it.

5. Choose ten controversial issues that appeal/matter to you. Label each one as blame/values/choice. Which type of issue seem to dominate your list? Why do you think that is?  What does that say about our society?  The world we live in today? Be specific in your analysis.
6. This book is a more recent edition to the AP summer reading list. Using ethos, pathos and logos, create three one paragraph arguments –meaning one argument by character (ethos), one by emotion (pathos) and one by logic (logos) –and defend its continued use or refute its value.
