The following is a list and explanation of the requirements that are expected of the students for Spanish for the 2024-2025 school year.  After reading the following list, please sign, detach and return the last page.
Student Responsibilities and Expectations

· Students are to come to class prepared for the day’s lesson.  This means you should have your notebook, textbook, workbook, homework, pens, etc.

· Students should be seated as soon as they enter the room.  You should begin the “Hagan Ahora” as soon as you are seated.

· Follow all directions the FIRST TIME they are given.

· Students are expected to be cooperative and respectful to their fellow students and teacher.  Respect is a commodity that is earned.

· Students are expected to participate in all class discussions and class work.  Class participation, homework, quizzes, tests, papers and projects are all used to determine your overall grade.

· Any and all work given to the students must be handed in at the due time.  For special projects or papers enough time will be given so you do not need to rush your work.

· Homework will be given every day and will be checked every day so make sure you have it in class with you.  Leaving it in your locker or anywhere else will result in a 0 for the homework grade for that day.

· Students are to attend classes regularly.  If absent, work missed must be made up ASAP which includes homework, quizzes and tests.  It is your responsibility to check what homework has to be made up.  
· Students are expected to be on time to class.  Lateness to class is defined as five minutes or less without a pass.  More than five minutes late to class without a pass may be treated as a cut.  Frequent lates will result in detention, phone call home and/or student referral.

· Cell phones and other electronic devices are not allowed to be used in class unless otherwise noted. (ex. Class project)  Cell phones are to be placed in the pocket storage on the wall.  If they are seen when permission was not granted, they will be confiscated.
· Your Chromebook is to be brought to school every day fully charged.  We will be using your Chromebook for online activities, research and for access to google classroom.
· All students are expected to follow the rules and regulations of the high school as stated in the Parent/Student Handbook.  Disruptive behavior is NOT acceptable.
