
Getting Started with Google Classroom 

Logging into Classroom 
Enter  classroom.google.com in your browser 
 
Login with your school account ​StudentID@jacksonsd.org​ and school password 

 

Joining a Classroom 
When you login, you may have an invite from your teacher, click accept the to join 
 

 
Your teacher may have given you a code called a “join code”.  
 
Click on the + sign (see image to left) and enter the code.

TOPIC SECTIONS:​Your teacher has organized this 
view by topic, each topic section will be listed here 
LIST OF ALL TOPICS:​ All topics for the class will 
be listed here, you can click on a topic to jump to 
the section  
CLASSWORK: ​Click here to get the Classwork 
view 
A: ​This icon indicates a question your teacher has 
posted.  Click on it to expand and answer. 
B: ​This icon indicates material your teacher has 
posted for you to review or use. 
C: ​This icon indicates an assignment for your to 
complete or hand in. 
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Submitting an Assignment 
When you are finished with an assignment, you must turn it in.  There are two types of assignments.  

1. Your teacher gave you a file or quiz to complete. 
2. You must upload or create the file or document. 

 
Option 1:  Your teacher gave you a file or quiz to complete. 
 
When you have completed the assignment, click the turn in button circled 
in yellow in the image to the right. 
 
 
 
 
 
Option 2:  You must upload or create the file or document. 
A: ​If you have created a file in Google Drive, click here to find and attach it 
B: ​If you are linking to a website. Click here and enter the URL 
C: ​To upload a file from your computer or device, click here  
D: ​You can also create a file for the assignment, click here to create a new file in your 
Google Drive (no need to attach later!) 
 
After you create or add your document, you must click turn in (see above).  If 
you do not, your assignment was never handed in to the teacher!  
 
 

Troubleshooting 
Have a question about the assignment? Or do you need to tell your teacher 
something about the assignment?  
 
Use the private comment box pictured to the right.  This comment will go to your teacher 
and will reference this assignment. 
 
 
Forget to add something?  Need to make a change or fix something?  
 
 
Use the Unsubmit button.  If your work was on your google drive, you 
will not be able to edit until you unsubmit or the teacher returns it.

For Parents and Guardians- Email Summaries 
Your student’s teachers can invite you to google classroom.  Joining will provide you with an email summary of 
your student’s activity in class.  You will be asked to set the frequency to daily or weekly.  
 
Here is a sample weekly summary: 
 
CLASS NAME: ​Each class name will be listed with the 
assignment for that class. 
 
MISSING WORK: ​Any assignments listed under missing 
last week were not turned in by your student.  A 
description of the assignment will be provided. 
 
DUE DATE: ​Due Dates for missing and upcoming work 
will be listed beside the class name for each assignment.  
 
UPCOMING WORK: ​This lists each assignment for the 
upcoming class, with the class name, due date and a 
description of the assignment.
